Essay Prompt

Essays need to be in at least a 12-point font (Arial or Times New Roman), typewritten, 1.5 or double-

spaced and not longer than five pages. Participants must submit the final essay as an attachment 

through electronic mail to FYE@CMICH.EDU. Also, participants must provide the following information 

on a separate title page:
